2015. gada Starptautiska Tekstilmakslas simpozija “Cietok$na cilvéks” laika devini makslinieki sanaca kopa, lai dalttos ar masdienu
tekstila prakses plasajam interpretacijam.

Raditajos darbos, kas tapa divu nedélu laikd, macibu un radoSais process gaja roku roka. Darbos ne tikai atplauka pieredzes un
eksperimentu virkne — tie uzsvéra ari katra makslinieka individualo estétisko un personigo skatijumu uz kopigi ieglto pieredzi Seit un
arpus cietok$na sienam.

Pieredzes krasana, I1dzigi ka zinaSanu baze par tekstila vésturi, tiek ievita ka piemérs katra izvélétaja makslinieka darba. Vairaku slanu
veidoSana, ieSiSana, pléSana, kombinéSana, ausana, grieSana un filcéSana — Sie procesi, kas izpétiti un Tstenoti, aug un pilnveidojas pasa
darba. AtkartoSanas ir redzama apkartéja vidé, gruvesi sava formu dazadiba atklaj gan rekonstruéto, gan nolaisto, cietokSna arhitektdra
absorbé ainavu, ko plosijis laika zobs, bet kas atdzivojas un atjaunojas Marka Rotko makslas centra.

Nemot véra sT objekta specifiku un apkartéjo ainavu, katrs makslinieks reagéja atskirigi, izmantojot dazadas manas, tostarp arf tausti. Vai
ta bija arhitektdra, laika apstakli, saules gaismas spéles, Daugavas krasta tuvums vai vienkarsi vésturiska saistiba ar cietoksni, tas viss
tika ievits darba ka uzkrata pieredze, kas spogulojas katra makslinieka dvéselé, atstarojot radosSo procesu.

ACCUMULATED EXPERIENCE

The Fortress Man International Textile symposium 2015 brought together nine artists featuring a wide array of interpretations of
contemporary textile practices. The resulting works, produced within a two-week window of time, bear a spontaneous overlap of process,
experience and experiment, yet maintaining individual aesthetics and personal interpretations of the shared experience within and outside
of the fortress walls.

The accumulation of experience through process, much like underpinning the history of textiles, roots into every example of each artist’s
works. Layering, stitching, tearing, compiling, weaving, cutting, felting — all processes explored and implemented grow and amass within
the works. The repetition is seen in the surrounding environment, stacking forms in various states of repair and disrepair, the architecture
of the fortress being absorbed by the landscape in some moments while revived and renewed in the Mark Rothko Art Centre.

Given the specificity of the site and surrounding landscape, each artist reacted differently through their own tactile means. Whether it was
the architecture, seasonal mood of the weather, the waxing and waning moments of sunlight, the nearby Daugava River, or the historical
aura of the fortress, the influences of the experience became imbedded in the work, drawing out a reflective and reflexive process in each
artist.
